Following the summer break, the Thundersport paddock arrived at Brands Hatch circuit in Kent over the August bank holiday weekend. The SMO Racing team used the Saturday practice sessions to run in a new engine with no problems ready for Sunday’s qualifying, which saw Gavin Lupton placed in 18th position on the GP3 grid for Monday’s races.
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Race day dawned & the warm-up session saw an aggressive Gavin knock nearly a second off his previous best lap time of the weekend. During the first race he was battling through the field when, un-sighted, he collided with a slowing bike in-front of him. Both machines were damaged in the accident, but thankfully neither rider was injured.
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Following good work by the Team, the bike was repaired in time for the third and final race of the weekend. This time Gavin took things steadier, but unfortunately luck was not on the team’s side and he couldn’t make the same progress as before, finishing in 15th.
Jason commented that he felt Gavin was showing good form by Monday but unfortunately the crash meant he didn’t achieve the results he felt were deserved.
Meanwhile Gavin himself was clearly disappointed with the weekend, saying;
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“I feel really bad about the outcome of the weekend and that the team did not deserve the poor result that I got them. I felt I was pushing for a good result in race one but due to yet another crash we will never know. Though I wasn't hurt in the crash, the damage has put my finances into further disarray which must have played on my mind for race two, as I could not find the drive and determination to deliver what was required. However I would personally like to thank Norman, from J. Bradley & Son Dairy Hygiene Supplies, who without his financial contribution, we would not have been racing at Brands at all.”
