    Race one of the GP125’s got off to a great start with Gavin just making it first into Gerard’s where he remained until he crossed the finishing line fifteen seconds in front.

    When I went out in morning practice I could tell straight away that it was going to be a good day at the office. With the points grabbed in the 125 race, it was then on to mix it with the bigger capacity bikes. I was even more chuffed when I won both the races by 15 seconds. 
I just hope now that these good results can catch the eye of any potential sponsor that could help me get into the British championship or a different class.”
    Gavin is now 2nd in the Championship and hoping for similar success at the next round on the 13th June at Cadwell Park.
